• Handicap of 90% of 220 scratch in Team, Doubles, and Singles.  
 

• All averages must be verified by tournament operator. The highest final average 
of each bowler must be used. Average based on any 2023-2024 USBC sanctioned 
league in which a bowler has bowled 21 games or more as a regular or substitute 
(book average). If no previous winter average, an entrant shall use his/her 
highest current USBC sanctioned average as of 12 games or more by the time 
he/she bowls. If no book average or current year league average, bowler will be 
permitted to use their “Dano Memorial” composite tournament average. To use 
the composite average, the bowler must have at least 9 games bowled in the 
tournament (dating back to the tournament’s inception.) Any bowler not 
meeting the average requirements will bowl scratch average 220. All winners’ 
averages are subject to verification by the tournament operator.  

 

• USBC Rule 319c - there will be no re-rating of average. USBC Rule 319a2 - the ten 
pin or more higher rules does not apply. USBC Rule 319a3 will apply. Teams or 
individuals may be disqualified for submitting incorrect average, or for any 
violation of tournament rules by the team or any member of the team. USBC 
Rule 319d will not apply. Tournament prize winnings for the previous year need 
not be reported. USBC Rule 319e will not apply. Average adjustment for entry.  

 

• Awards will be given in handicap Team, Doubles, and Singles events, and for 
those participating in the ALL EVENTS category.  

 

• IMPORTANT: REQUESTS TO CROSS LANES WILL BE MADE BY MUTUAL CONSENT 
OF BOTH TEAMS AND WILL BE GRANTED WHENEVER POSSIBLE.  

 

• Entrants for doubles/singles events will be accepted until 10:30 am Sunday, 
March 23, 2025 (walk-ins accepted).  

 

• Total entry fees must be sent with completed entry form. Personal checks will be 
accepted and should be made payable to The Dano Memorial Fund. A $30.00 
service charge will be made for checks returned by the bank. No entry money 
will be returned for any reason once the schedule and prize list has been printed.  

 

• All bowling etiquette must be observed when bowling and will be strictly 
enforced. Only one lane on each side of bowler need be open.
